Corps prior to becoming a full-time firefighter/paramedic/E. M. T. for the City of
Houston that he served for over 6 years up until a fall from a ladder truck while
on a call to a fire at Sharpstown Mall forced him into retirement early, while his
passion for helping people and utmost respect for the City of Houston and its
servicemen was unwavering.
