Gerardo Lafont, M.D.

September 9, 1930 - July 17, 2022

Gerardo “Gerry” Lafont Gala, M.D. died on July 17, 2022 in The Woodlands,
Texas. He passed peacefully in his sleep from complications of a stroke
suffered the prior summer. He was 91 years old.

On September 9, 1930, Gerardo was born in the northern-central town of
Herrera de Pisuerga, in Palencia, Spain. As the eldest son (second child) of a
country doctor, Feliciano Lafont Lopidana and his wife, Criselda Gala Martin,
he grew up with his six siblings during the Spanish Civil War in Pampliega.
After boarding school, he studied medicine at Complutense University, in
Madrid, and became a practicing obstetrician and gynecologist. Gerardo was
influential in teaching local women how to detect early-stage cancers. This led
to extending the lives of at least two ladies, who later shared how they were
blessed to have heard his progressive lectures decades before.

Gerardo immigrated to the United States in the early 1950s and settled in the
Cleveland, Ohio area. While practicing at Trumbull Memorial in Warren, OH
where he met and married his first wife, Kathleen Donaldson, of Stow, OH, the
mother of his three sons.

After several years as an OBGYN, adult psychiatry became Gerardo’s
passion, which he practiced for the remainder of his career until he retired in
the late 1990s. Early in his career, he was instrumental in developing the
psychiatry program at the Albert Einstein College of medicine in The Bronx of
New York City, which is now associated with the Montefiore Health System.
For 35 years, Dr. Lafont held his private practice in psychiatry in Canton and



North Canton, Ohio and was an attending physician at both Timken Mercy
Hospital and Aultman Hospital. He also taught as an associate professor of
medicine at Northeast Ohio College of Medicine. After retiring, he moved
Palmer Lake, Colorado where he volunteered his expertise for many years at
a local free clinic. He loved spending time in his yard, working, and enjoying
the dry mountain air which reminded him of his childhood-home in Pampliega,
Spain.

Gerardo is survived by; his three children, Marcos (Michele), Gerard (Cynthia)
and Michael (Laura); his five grandchildren, Katie (Matt), Kelsie, Matthew
(Alyssa), Logan, and Leah; his 3 great-grandchildren, Claire, Easton, and
Landon; his 2 brothers; Marcos (Angelines) and Angel-Fernando; his 2 sisters;
Gloria and Ana (Fernando); and his many nieces and nephews, including
José-Luis (Maite), Ana (Carlos), Daniel (Laura), Fernando (Isabel), Rafa
(Magdalena), José Luis, Angel, Marian (Rodolfo), Marcos (Ana), Paloma
(Ignacio), Isabel (Juan Luis), Anabel, and Gonzalo. Gerardo is preceded in
death by his parents, Feliciano and Criselda, and dear brothers, José Luis
(Pepe) and Julio.

Funeral services will be held in Pampliega, Spain where his remains will be
laid to rest near family, he dearly loved and whom he is reunited with in Christ
our Lord.

El Doctor Gerardo “Gerry” Lafont Gala, fallecio el 17 de julio de 2022 en The
Woodlands, Texas, EEUU. Muri6 pacificamente mientras dormia por las
complicaciones de un derrame cerebral sufrido el verano anterior. Tenia 91
anos.

Gerardo nacio el 9 de septiembre de 1930, en la localidad de Herrera de
Pisuerga, provincia de Palencia, en Espafia. Como hijo mayor (segundo hijo)
de un médico rural, Feliciano Lafont Lopidana y su esposa, Criselda Gala



Martin, crecié con sus seis hermanos durante la Guerra Civil espafiola en
Pampliega, provincia de Burgos.

Estudio bachillerato en un internado de Burgos. Luego en Madrid estudid
Medicina en la Universidad Complutense, se convirtié en obstetra y
ginecologo y ejercié en Madrid como tal. Gerardo influyé en ensefiar a las
mujeres locales como detectar canceres en etapa inicial. Esto llevo a alargar
la vida de al menos dos mujeres, quienes luego compartieron cémo fueron
bendecidas por haber escuchado sus conferencias décadas antes.

Gerardo emigro a los Estados Unidos a principios de la década de 1950 y se
instal6 en el area de Cleveland, Ohio. Mientras practicaba en Trumbull
Memorial en Warren, OH, conoci6 a su primera esposa, Kathleen Donaldson,
de Stow, OH, con la que tuvo a sus tres hijos.

Después de varios afios como obstetra y ginecélogo, la psiquiatria de adultos
se convirtio en la pasién de Gerardo, que practicoé durante el resto de su
carrera hasta que se jubil6 a finales de la década de 1990.

Al principio de su carrera, jugé un papel decisivo en el desarrollo del
programa de psiquiatria en el Colegio de medicina Albert Einstein en el Bronx
de la ciudad de Nueva York, que ahora esta asociado con el Sistema de
Salud Montefiore.

Durante 35 afos, el Dr. Lafont ejercié su practica privada en psiquiatria en
Canton y North Canton, Ohio, y fue médico en Timken Mercy Hospital y
Aultman Hospital. También ensefié como profesor asociado de medicina en el
Northeast Ohio College of Medicine.

Después de jubilarse, se mudo6 a Palmer Lake, Colorado, donde ofrecid su
experiencia como voluntario durante muchos afos en una clinica gratuita
local. Le encantaba pasar tiempo en su jardin, trabajar y disfrutar del aire
seco de la montafa que le recordaba su hogar de la infancia en Pampliega,



Espana.

Gerardo deja tres hijos, Marcos (Michele), Gerard (Cynthia) y Michael (Laura);
cinco nietos: Katie (Matt), Kelsie, Matthew (Alyssa), Logan y Leah; 3
bisnietos: Claire, Easton y Landon; 2 hermanos: Marcos (Angelines) y Angel
Fernando; 2 hermanas: Gloria y Ana (Fernando); y muchas sobrinas y
sobrinos, incluidos José Luis (Maite), Ana (Carlos), Daniel (Laura), Fernando
(Isabel), Rafa (Magdalena), José Luis, Angel, Marian (Rodolfo), Marcos (Ana),
Paloma (Ignacio), Isabel (Juan Luis), Anabel y Gonzalo.
