Wenjian (Albert) Dai, Senior Naval Architect and Salvage Master for American
Salvage Association member T&T Salvage, unexpectedly passed away on
June 29, 2020.

Albert was recognized and highly regarded as an innovative salvage engineer,
naval architect and salvage master, serving over 24-years in the marine
salvage industry and having previously worked with ASA members Titan
Maritime in Florida and Smit International in Singapore. His ability to
effectively find pragmatic engineering solutions during time-critical salvage
operations, combined with his honest, straight forward approach to complex
issues, set him apart in the salvage industry. Throughout his career, Albert
worked on large-scale salvage and wreck removal projects around the world,
including the MIGHTY SERVANT 2 in Singkep, Indonesia; the TASMAN
SPIRIT in Karachi, Pakistan; the NEW FLAME outside Gibraltar; and the
OCEAN BREEZE off San Antonio, Chile; among many others. He spent his
last months working on the GOLDEN RAY wreck removal. In recent years,
Albert worked to develop a cooperative framework between the ASA and the
China Diving and Salvage Association (CDSA) and last November
represented the ASA at a CDSA conference in Xiamen, China. “Many of us
have worked directly with Albert, this is a horrible loss but his memory and



dedication to the salvage world will not be forgotten. We first met in China
when we were at Titan together and everyone respected him there just as he
is respected globally,” said Lindsay Malen-Habib, ASA President. "Our love
and prayers go out to Albert’s family."

Albert leaves behind his wife Yuan Zhou and his son Shen Dai. We ask that
you keep his family in your thoughts and prayers.

Due to the latest COVID 19 restrictions issued by the Governor, the burial at
Tranquility Oaks will be private.
